Site boundaries are interpreted from Orders-in-Council. Boundaries are then compiled from digital map data supplied by Resource Data Branch, Alberta Sustainable Resource Development. Either 1:20,000 digital map data, or Base Features map data has been used to compile boundaries. In some remote areas, this has been supplemented with IRS imagery.
